All of these actions require more committed people.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Mr. Rosco was present and reported the school board has approved to seek bids for new band uniforms.  Currently there are 29 units attending the EA Winterguard Show on Jan. 30th.  2 students will be attending Jr. High District Band and Lars Miles will be attending the WVU Honors Band.  The 3 music teachers continue to urge students to stay current on their payments for the May Florida trip.  The Wheeling Nailers game has been set for Friday, March 26, 2010.

EA WINTERGUARD SHOW

EA will host the home show on Saturday, January 30, 2010.  Andrea Nicholson is chairing the show.  She needs at least 36 volunteers to staff all duties and will make contacts the week of January 18th.  We will be seeking donations for concessions in addition to what we already have in inventory.  A small “family” type program will be put together.  Karen Humphrey will make the certificates.

FUNDRAISING

Fundraisers continue to do well.  Calendar tickets sold 560 tickets to 39 families with $11,200 for payout and profit.  Hoagies sales continue.  Tambellini’s is finished.  February’s item is Market Day/Uno’s Pizzeria, delivery date is March 3rd.  December top seller was Colin Humphrey, and January’s was Vicki Burger.  Carol Tiganelli made the motion to sell Sarris Easter Candy in March and Karen Humphrey seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

BAND BANQUET

The date is set for April 30.  Carol Tiganelli is the head of the planning committee.  The budget is $2,500.  DJ Jay Schlagel has already been booked.  A discussion was held regarding gifts for the seniors and what to keep as tradition and changes that could be made.

OLD BUSINESS

We will hold a concession inventory sale after the home winterguard show.  We will continue to work on insurance, incorporation and bylaws.
