MINUTES

The minutes from the Thursday, September 8, 2009 meeting were read.  Carol Minnich made the motion to approve the minutes and Darlene Cipcic seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer Darlene Cipcic gave the treasurer’s report.  There is a total of $30,260.21 in the account.  In the general fund, there is $21,217.65 and in the student accounts $9042.56.

The motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Jim Sisley and seconded by Carol Tiganelli.  The motion was approved.

There was discussion about the $1,000 check from Wal-Mart and Mr. Rosco has put it in a school account, which is designated for the band usage for instruments, music, etc.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

President Matt Polka reported on his pleasure with the excellent start we have had with the Marching Band season.  Much is happening and there is much to organize.  A huge team effort has been put forth.  We are still looking for feedback and continuous improvement and bringing more people in to the organization.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Mr. Rosco was not present but Matt Polka read a letter from him. It said that we were officially accepted for the Macy's Celebrate the Seasons Parade!  It will be on Saturday November 28, 2009.  Call time will be 7am.  The Parade is on channel 11 starting at 9:00am. 

 

He also sincerely thanked the families, parents and students that have been consistent with coming to all the rehearsals, performances, etc., on time and prepared to practice.  It really makes a difference when you see the commitment of our students and their families.  He encouraged all to make every effort to commit their best over the next several weeks through PIMBA championships.

 

EA COMPETITION

There was a competition meeting prior to the regular association meeting.  Therefore it was not discussed again, except to say there is still much to do and much help is still needed.

FUNDRAISING

The “Raise The Roof” fundraising campaign is off to a great start.  A total of $6,367 has been raised towards the $40,000 mark.  For September’s Enjoy books, students sold 132 books.  Krista Thomas was the top seller with 15 books sold.  For October’s Cookie Dough sales, as of tonight 46 cases of 8 have been sold.  Discussed was the issue of a family of 2 band students being the high sales.  It was decided to treat the family unit as one and split the high sales prize between the 2 students.

November is the Pie fundraiser.  Lori Spahr reported that November will also be the first month of hoagie sales with Scotty B’s.  They will be sold for $5 and there will be one pick up time at 4:30PM.  

Miscellaneous fundraising issues were discussed.  Parents with ideas are encouraged to be in touch with the fundraising committee and help come up with new, profitable ideas.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Carol Tiganelli is planning a Halloween dance on 10/24/2009. The building has been secured and a DJ is hired.  Also brought up by Carol was the need to reschedule the Senior Banquet in May due to the conflict with the Florida music trip.

OLD BUSINESS

In old business, President Matt Polka reported that the agreement with Football Boosters Association in regards to the concessions stand has worked out well.  

NEW BUSINESS

In new business, the decision of the school board not to include new uniforms for the 2010-2011 school budget because, “if the band is declining, why should we do that?”  While it is disappointing to see that comment publicly appear, let’s use it as an impetus to be positive and to tell school administrators and board members all the things we are doing and that the band has not shrunk and remained relatively the same size over the past several years.

Discussed was the possibility of making a special effort to recruit younger students in to the band and to work with Mr. Rosco in this task.

Upcoming dates were discussed of rehearsals, competitions, football games, etc.
